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orld War II, or the Second 

World War was a global military con-
flict between 1939 and 1945. It was the 
most widespread war in history, with more 
than 100 million military personnel in-
volved. It was a state of "total war," where 
the major participants placed their entire 
economic, industrial, and scientific capa-
bilities into the war effort. Over seventy 
million people, the majority civilians, were 
killed, making it the deadliest con-
flict in human history. 
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Nearly twenty percent of Dorie Miller Post #915 current membership (76) served 
during WWII. As United States Veterans we fully understand that WWII is consid-
ered the most widespread war in history and that the men and women who sacri-
ficed so much during these war times  were the bravest in war history.   

It is important to realize that our Afri-
can-American veterans were fighting 
two wars; WWII overseas and the 
ñJim Crowò politics back here at home. 
James Baldwin uncovers a few mis-
conceptions in his essay, ñNotes of a 
Native Sonò, about the discrimination 
that occurred in the American Armed 
Forces during World War II.  African- 
American soldiers and sailors were 
treated unfairly and segregation and 
discrimination were the norm.  Not 
only were African-Americans rarely let 
into the military but once in they were 
not given the same opportunities as 
the other soldiers.  This was not only 
unfair to the African-American soldiers 
who were willing to put their lives on 
the line for their country but also for all 

American citizens who lost their lives 
during World War II. 
 
On Wednesday evening, November 
10, 2010, we will honor and recog-
nize these historic members of Dorie 
Miller Post #915. These honorable 
and brave individuals sacrificed so 
much for this country by enlisting and 
fighting for America in WWII.
